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Software Introduction
The WQ500 series meter software allows for setup and retrieval of Real-time and recorded data from the WQ500 meters.


System Requirements:

Software Installation
Install the supplied Windows PC WQ500 series meter software by placing the supplied program disk into the PC’s CD-ROM drive. 

If the installation program does not automatically open and provide on-screen prompts, double-click the INSTALL.BAT file included on the program disk. 

Follow the default on-screen prompts to complete the WQ500 software and USB driver installation. 


Install USB Driver
If the USB driver was not installed or you need to update the driver,  follow this procedure.

From the supplied WQ500 software CD, double-click on the PL2303_Prolific_DriverInstaller
Follow the default selections to complete the installation of this USB instrument driver.
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Software Operation
1. Attach the Probe(s) to the WQ500 meter and power on the meter on.
2. Connect the USB cable from the WQ500 meter to the PC.
3. Start the WQ500 software by double-clicking on the WQ500 icon on the desktop.
4. Click the Setting button on the software window and enter the COM number that the WQ500 meter is connected to and Click OK. 

Note: You may have to refer to the Windows Device Manager to determine the COM number that the WQ500 meter (PL2303 USB driver) is connected to.
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5. Set the Interval time.  Click the Set button.
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6. Click the Connect button to start logging measurements.
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Real-Time Logging of data

1. Click on the STOP button to stop logging data and Click GO to begin logging again.
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2. SAVE the results from your Real-time logging operation, 
Click on the Graph of the Probe type that you are interested in saving the data.
A larger widow with a Graph and a table for that probe type will be displayed.

Click on the SaveResult button to save the data already logged.

Note:  add the .txt extension to your filename in the Windows File Save-as box.
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Note: if you have a model that has multiple Probes, you can click on the graph of that probe type to view the values being sensed by that probe.


3. To get back to the Main page to view all probe types, click on the MainPage button.
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[bookmark: _GoBack]Save Manually Recorded Data:

The WQ500 series meter can manually store up to 150 data points.

To download this recorded data to your PC follow this procedure.

1. Connect the WQ500 series meter to your PC and start the WQ500 software.
2. Complete the meter connection: setup, Interval timer and Connect.
3. Press the SaveData button on the main software window.  
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4. Press and hold the STO/RCL button on the meter for about 3 seconds to get the meter into Recall mode.  A number will appear on the display indicating the number of stored data points.

5. Momentarily press the MODE button on the meter.  USB will appear on the meter display and the data will be downloaded to the software.

6. The data will populate the SaveData window.  
If no data appears the meter memory is empty.
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7. Click on the SaveResult button to save the data to your PC.  
Manually add the .TXT to the filename.
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8. Procedure to clear the saved data in the meter

Enter Recall mode on the meter  - Press and hold the STO/RCL button for about 3 seconds.
Simultaneously press and hold the Up and Down arrows for about 3 seconds to erase the data.
CLR will appear on the meter display and the meter will exit Recall mode.
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
